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Abstract

The study addressed the issue of Israeli violations of international law in
Palestine. The study focused on the violation of international human rights
law and international humanitarian law. The study showed the nature of
these laws. The study also addressed aspects of Israeli violations of
Palestinian human rights, whether in terms of its assault on his right to life,
movement, health, physical protection, etc. Of rights and freedoms, the
study also showed aspects of Israeli violations of international
humanitarian law through the crimes it committed against the Palestinian
people, specifically in the Gaza Strip, including crimes of aggression, war,
terrorism, and genocide. Finally, the position of the international

community on these Israeli violations in Palestine was stated.

The study followed the descriptive analytical approach based on analyzing
the legal texts related to the subject of the study in light of international
human rights law and international humanitarian law, as well as the
opinions of legal jurisprudence relevant to the subject of the study. The
study reached a number of results, the most important of which is that
Israel has violated all the rules of international human rights law and
international law. The international humanitarian system is committed

against the Palestinian people, and the study concluded with a number of



fundamental recommendations, the most important of which is the
necessity of finding an international solution to end the Palestinian-Israeli
conflict.
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
