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Abstract

This study aimed to identify the future role of Jordanian schools in light
of the developments of digital transformation from the perspective of
educational leaders. The researcher employed the descriptive survey
method and developed a questionnaire to collect the required data from the
asample of 220 respondents. The questionnaire was distributed to
educational leaders in the education directorates of Zarqa Governorate,
representing 46% of the study population, which consists of 477
educational leaders. The sample was selected in Simple random method.

The results revealed that the future role of Jordanian schools in the
context of digital transformation, as perceived by the educational leaders in
Zarqa Governorate, was high, with a mean score of 4.21 and a standard
deviation of 0.50. The future role of schools in the subfields was also rated
high, where the "administration and communication" field ranked first,
followed by the "technical services" field in second place, and the "digital
learning environments" field in third and last place.

Furthermore, the results indicated no statistically significant differences

in respondents' perceptions of the future role of Jordanian schools in the



context of digital transformation due to variables such as gender,
educational qualification, experience, or job position.
In light of the findings, the researcher recommended enhancing the
aspirations of educational workers toward employing technology to
facilitate their integration into the era of digitalization and digital
transformation. It also emphasized the need of the school leaderships to
monitor and guide educational workers on technology utilization, raising
awareness about it, and training them on new advancements. Additionally,
it recommended establishing incentives to encourage educational workers
to employ technology and digital transformation developments in their
tasks. The study also called for further research on the future role of
schools 1n light of digital transformation in other educational institutions

and under different variables.
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
